· to motivate learners to communicate with each other

Procedure
I. Preparation.

1. Greeting. Explaining the theme of the lesson.

 Good morning, children! How are you? Let’s start working. Today we are going to talk about future plans and intentions. During the lesson we have to practise using the structure “be going to” in different kinds of activities, talk about your future plans, develop your reading and listening skills.
2.Warming up. Phonetic drills. (Target sound [əu])
T: What sounds are these? ([L] and [qu] ).

Listen and repeat after the speaker some words and sentences with these sounds. Firstly, pairs of words, then – sentences with them.
